INTRODUCTION

------------

This simple Java software provides an easy way to send SIP test messages

from text files over UDP and, optionally, listen for responses. The 

messages can be sent using a command line utility (Messenger), suitable

for invocation by automated scripting, or via a GUI (MessengerGui). This 

software can help SIP implementers comply with the requirement to run 

the SIP torture tests before attending the SIP bakeoff events. Copies 

of torture test messages are supplied with this software. These test 

utilities just send and receive raw data over UDP. There is no attempt 

to parse or in any way validate the legality of the SIP messages and 

therefore these classes do not represent a SIP User Agent implementation.

This software has been made freely available in the hope that it

can benefit SIP development. If you find it useful and make 

improvements please submit them so they can be made  available 

too. You are welcome to redistribute it as long as this file is 

included in any distribution. Running this software confers no 

certification of conformance or interoperability on any SIP 

implementation.

REQUIREMENTS

------------

To initially compile and run this software you will need the Java 

Developers Kit (JDK) 1.3 correctly installed. Java version 1.3 is 

required as the GUI uses Swing components. JDK software is 

available from www.javasoft.com

INSTALLATION

------------

The software is distributed as a MessengerSrc.jar. Copy this jar

archive into a directory and then unpack it using the jar utility

distributed as part of the JDK.

        jar xvf MessengerSrc.jar

This should extract Messenger.java, MessengerObserver.java and 

MessengerGui.java and the torture test message text files into the 

directory.

COMPILING

---------

You must have JDK 1.3 correctly installed to compile the Java classes.

The directory you installed the Java source files in must be included 

in you classpath setting. In the directory where you installed all the 

Java source files type:

        javac MessengerGui.java

Compiling MessengerGui.java should generate all the class files required.

RUNNING

-------

The directory containing the compiled Java class files must be 

included in your classpath setting. 

To run the GUI:

java MessengerGui

You must then enter a local host name and port to listen on before 

being able to send messages. Filenames should be relative to where 

the MessengerGui is being run. Help on individual fields is available 

by holding the mouse pointer over them.

To run from the command line utility:

java Messenger [-listen] <local-host> <local-port> <remote-host> <remote-port> <message-file>

  Options:

      [-listen]  listen for responses

  Commands:

      <local-host>    the local host name/IP address to listen on

      <local-port>    the local port to listen on

      <remote-host>   the remote host name to send to  

      <remote-port>   the remote port to send to

      <message-file>  the filename of the message to send

KNOWN LIMITATIONS

-----------------

- The GUI is not widely tested under different environments 

(Operating Systems, screen resolutions etc).

- There is no elegant way to stop the command line utility once 

you no longer want keep listening for messages.

BUG FIXES/FEATURE REQUESTS

--------------------------

The source code has been distributed to make bug fixes and general 

refinements possible. Please submit any improvements you make so 

that we can make them available to the SIP community.
